RECORD SMASHING

The song Silent Night is one of our most beloved and beautiful Christmas songs.
Where did this song come from? Shortly after the Napoleonic wars had ended in
1816, a young Austrian priest named Joseph Mohr wrote the beautiful words. The
young priest took a walk and was inspired after looking over his now “peaceful
town”. Over the years the composition evolved and was translated into over 300
different languages. It was sung in churches and even on the battlefield during
World War I when there was a temporary truce during Christmas Eve. 
The English version is typically sung in three verses: -Silent night, holy night, all is
calm, all is bright. 'Round yon Virgin Mother and Child, Holy Infant so tender and
mild. Sleep in heavenly peace, Sleep in heavenly peace. -Silent night, holy night!
Shepherds quake at the sight! Glories stream from heaven afar, heavenly hosts sing
Alleluia! Christ, the Savior is born, Christ, the Savior is born. -Silent night, holy night,
Son of God, love's pure light. Radiant beams from thy holy face, with the dawn of
redeeming grace. Jesus, Lord, at Thy birth, Jesus, Lord, at Thy birth.
 Today, the Silent Night Society—hosts a virtual Silent Night museum, and promotes
the use of all six verses, which in the words of Silent Night Society president
"encourage peace and demand responsibility for the globe."
